Course Overview

From the economy to the environment and from politics to entertainment, creativity is
an endlessly renewable resource that offers benefits for all citizens and may well be
the most important human element for our future. Students from all disciplines can
investigate the practices and processes of creativity and explore the ways in which it
can help enrich their lives.

Creativity is not exclusive to musicians, performers or artists. Many people incorrectly
think that they lack creativity and that it is an ability that cannot be learned. This
course is designed to demonstrate that creativity exists in everyone in a multiplicity of
ways. ltis a skill that can be learned and incorporated into every discipline, decision,
and aspect of one’s life to generate opportunities and possibilities. Every word, object,
and action is an occasion for creative ingenuity. This course will investigate and
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consider the ways to encourage and foster creativity, as well as means that creativity is
thwarted.

1. Form an appreciation and understanding of creativity as a genre.

2. Encourage and develop generative thought as a means of creating ideas.

3. Develop an awareness of intuition in the creative process.

4. Encourage students to play with ideas as a means of developing and realizing

creative skills.

6. Promote a willingness to take risks and make mistakes as the creative process
involves many trials and errors before the realization of a creative inspiration.

7. Expand ideas of what constitutes creativity in professional and personal
environments.

Expectations

Expectations for Writing:

Writing skills are important to academic study across all disciplines. The University
supports the belief that throughout their University careers, students should be taught
how to write well so that when they graduate their writing abilities will be far above
the minimal standards required at entrance.

Students are expected to attend class as the midterm and final exams will be partially
based on the course lectures. The full responsibility for meeting class, tests and term
papers of the section of the course in which he/she is officially registered lies solely
with the student. It is the responsibility of students who have prolonged absences
from class because of physical and/or emotional health problems to present to the
faculty office offering the course a statement from a physician/counsellor attesting to
the physical or emotional health of the student.

All of the assignments are expected to be grammatically
correct and written using a proper essay format. Students are welcome to use APA or
MLA to properly cite their work.

SCPA Claim Your Seat
Program: Student
Guidelines

1. The Claim Your Seat (CYS) program, funded by the Students’ Union Quality Money, allows
all University of Calgary students to attend on-campus School of Creative and Performing
Arts (Dance, Drama and Music) events free of charge.

2. Depending on the performance, there is a limited number of seats available for CYS. There
is not a guarantee that tickets will be available for all CYS patrons for every performance,
based on audience size, demand, etc.

3. CYStickets are a privilege. If a student receives a ticket to attend a performance, it is
expected that they will respect the value of the admission and attend the performance.

4. Process for students: On the date of the performance, from 45 minutes prior to 15
minutes prior to the performance start time, they arrive to the CYS table next to the Box
Office and show their Unicard. If students arrive after 15 minutes prior to the performance
start time, they can go to the Box Office and purchase a ticket at the student rate.
Students should not go to the Box Office unless they are purchasing a ticket.

5. If students have a course requirement to attend a performance for a specific date, access
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to the tickets will be communicated by the instructor to University Theatre Services prior to
the event. The best guarantee for a free ticket is to arrive early, up to 45 minutes prior to
the performance start time.

6. Respect for the Front of House and theatre staff, performers and fellow patrons is an
absolute requirement. Failure to comply with this will lead to being asked to leave the
venue and could result in the revoking of CYS privileges.
