Study aspects of musicianship such as balance, blend, intonation,
phrasing and style. Improvisation skills and techniques will also be addressed.

Course Activities

Weekly rehearsals, listening assignments and extra rehearsals and concerts each term. Section
leaders will arrange sectionals on a weekly basis, of which all students are required to attend.

Course Content

Study and performance of the music of Minzter, Jones, Basie, Ellington, Coltrane and others ion
a big band setting. An emphasis on improvisation and creativity.
